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About the Exhibition

Artists participating in the residency program re-examined established views of various subjects by
tapping into localized memory and social structures. Their works, which turn our attention to unheard
voices and overlooked facts, endeavor to update and refresh our views of the world, not only focusing on
history and events in distant lands but also incorporating awareness of the issues we face here and now.
lhara Koro, who collected samples of earthworm castings and conducted soil research in various
parts of Germany, focuses on the cycles of the ecosystem and examines relationships between
humankind and nature. Koromo Shinichiro, who completed a residency in Quebec where there is a
complex history of colonialism and struggles for independence, and Lee Kai-Chung, who investigated
historical facts relating to World War Il, interpret history from new perspectives and depict memories still
latent within people in contemporary society. Kim Jihee questions the definition of the “perfect human
body,” and Hojo Tomoko researched the world's first audio recording of a Japanese woman in 1901,
both artists shedding light on entrenched value systems and structures and encouraging deeper thought.

A thematic project was launched in 2019, and participants Otsubo Akira, Shimauchi Mika, and
Charinthorn Rachurutchata pursued artistic activities individually while addressing the common theme of
“Myth-understanding.” While living in Tokyo, a metropolis where diverse identities intersect, they examined
phenomena concealed in customs and societies from multifarious perspectives through the framework of
mythos (the etymological root of “myth” and “mythology”), and organized the results so as to present their works
together in a single exhibition venue.

“Daisy chain,’ originally meaning a literal chain of daisies often worn as a crown, is also a technological
term for a method of connecting computers with multiple devices one by one so as to form a single
network. Similarly, the works created by these artists during their residencies connect to multiple times
and places, revealing new perspectives and reflecting present-day society in fascinatingly diverse ways.

TOKAS Residency Program

Tokyo Arts and Space (TOKAS) offers opportunities for artists active in various disciplines to stay and create works in Tokyo or
at various overseas destinations. This exhibition presents, in two separate terms, works by 15 creators who participated in the
TOKAS Residency Program in 2019-2020.

During my TOKAS 2019 residency, I researched the ongoing redevelopment of Tokyo ahead of the Olympic and
Paralympic Games.

It seemed to me that underlying the excessive efforts to rationalize the urban environment was an inevitably ill-fated
attempt to make order from fundamental disorder. I thought of this, ironically, as a “contemporary myth.” At the same
time I related to what I was seeing in terms of my own endeavors to shed my unsophisticated country roots and reshape
my own identity. During my stay, I visited a museum and saw a reflection of the “wild” inside me in the primal forms of
haniwa (ancient Japanese ritual clay figures).

After completing my TOKAS residency I returned to Kumamoto, where I live, and burned rice husks to fire clay in a
handmade kiln. This process, like that used by farmers to burn off their crops post-harvest, is easily influenced by natural
factors and was quite troublesome. However, the onerous nature of the task strengthened bonds among the people
involved, and helped make this work what it is.

During the residency, I did research and production work on Shadow in the House, a project I have been heading

since 2017. It is a photography and video work produced in collaboration with dancers at private residences that were
requisitioned during the postwar occupation of Japan (1945-1952) under the policy of the Allied Powers, and was based
on analysis and study of materials gathered at the US National Archives, including found footage used to create a video
installation.

My work in this exhibition explored the processes of acceptance of Western culture and related conflicts in postwar
Japan through vestiges of the postwar occupation period seen in the Former Maeda Family Residence, (Meguro, Tokyo), the
Former Yamada Family Residence (Setagaya, Tokyo), and the Former Western-Style Building of Ishikawa-gumi Seishi (Guest
House of Silk Reeling Company) (Iruma City, Saitama). The work took the form of photographs, videos, and a video installation
utilizing holes made in the kitchens and other rooms of requisitioned buildings identified through archival materials.

Earthworms are creatures that transform inorganic substances into organic ones, and play a major role in the circulation
of ecosystems. The castings that earthworms produce are simultaneously soil, excrement, and proof of the presence

of living things. During my residency I was based in Berlin and traveled to all 16 German states, collecting samples

of earthworm castings and conducting soil research. Through this practice I reaffirmed the fact that the nature of soil
changes depending on the site and environment, and that earthworms make fundamental contributions to the ecological
cycle in any environment. This exhibition features a reconstruction of an installation, shown during my residency, that
juxtaposes (organic) fresh castings with their (inorganic) incinerated counterparts and explores ideas about human activities
and the cycles of life through the earth under our feet.

In my silk screen drawings, bodily elements appear not in their entirety but as amorphous masses of severed, damaged,
altered and distorted bodies. Questioning the definition of the perfect body that is fed into our consciousness, I examine
images of physical distortion in search of an answer to the question: Why should we always yield before beautiful bodies?
By presenting such images, I cast doubt upon the longing for “perfect beauty” and the definition of the heroic, perfect
body that has reigned supreme in society from Ancient Greece until today. My works propose adopting a kind of fluid
and changeable ‘liquid thought’ in order to reconsider the fixed and sclerotic perception of the body that society and
history present to us; this liquid thought constitutes a core part of my work. I express this fluid view of the body through
forms of sticky bodily fluids splashed across my entire canvases. The injured, bleeding tigers, bleeding crotches, moving
octopuses leaving soft trails, severed hands and feet, laser-shooting eyes and bullet-holed faces in my works are closely

entangled, oozing stickily across the fabric.

The entitled project, The Narrow Road to the Deep Sea, aims to examine the notion of human displacement owing to

a well-founded fear of being persecuted in World War II in Hong Kong, China and Japan. This project centres in a
notorious historical event, namely Nanshitou Incident. Approximately 800 thousand Hong Kong refugees were being
expatriated and repatriated by the Imperial Japanese Military Government between 1942 to 1945 due to various reasons.
The refugees then reached Canton (Guangzhou city), being detained at Nanshitou Refugee Camp, and forcibly received a
series of human experiments and bacteriological tests. Through archival research, field study, and interviews, the artist
explores the incident with creative impulses, including film, photography, performance and sculptures, in order to create
a parallel discourse adjacent to the mainstream narratives, suspend the established historical judgment, re-discover and
unfold details on humanity lurks deep within us all.

The world’s first audio recording of a Japanese woman was made in Berlin in 1901. It was the voice of the former geisha
and actress Kawakami Sadayakko, who traveled to Europe and the United States three times, starting in 1899, as a
member of Theatre Kawakami Otojiro. Sadayakko, who was abruptly placed in the role of actress at a time when women
were prohibited from taking the stage in Japan, attracted a large number of spectators — including artists and composers
such as Picasso, Rodin and Debussy — who were entranced with her beauty, and shaped the image of Japanese femininity
in the West.

While investigating at the Berlin Phonogramm-Archive I discovered both the original voice of Sadayakko and two
recordings of voices erroneously listed as those of men. Based on these materials, I sought to convey the contrast between
the constant remarks made on her physical and visual beauty with her voice, which people recognized at the time as
“merely a sound,” and silence.

While walking the streets of Montreal, I saw a number of houses flying the flag of Quebec Province. While this flag
implies a complex history of colonialism and struggles for independence, I felt there was a contradiction between this
complexity and the simple and beautiful clarity of the blue and white figures and ground of the provincial flag. For
Landscape with Ice Hockey I used blue and white paint to depict a scene centered on people playing hockey, surrounded
by Quebec scenery, flags, and the logos of hockey teams and corporations. About a hundred years ago Tom Thomson
and the Group of Seven painters, active primarily in Ontario, worked with the technique of “oil sketching” and
sometimes painted on wooden panels. I sought to paint what I am capable of expressing now, while turning my thoughts
to these artists who faced the harsh natural environment of Canada and remained devoted to painting its landscapes.
